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In our experience, embedded research approaches are likely to be participatory and action-oriented, where researchers are participants, e.g., as a strategic, enabling leader, as well as facilitating the research.  All the contributors in this Resource Guide have used such approaches, e.g., Shaun Cardiff (critical participatory action research), Donna Frost (critical, creative, collaborative inquiry), Famke van Lieshout and Lorna Peelo-Kilroe (participatory action research).
